Sauvignon DOC Friuli Grave – San Simone

(Friuli-Venezia Giulia)

Btl 26 | 175ml 8 |  250ml 10.5

Aromatic on the nose with citric notes of grapefruit, 
yellow pepper, tomato leaf, sage and balsamic aromas. 

On the palate, rich, fragrant and aromatic

Gavi DOCG del Comune di Gavi ‘Gold’ – La Scolca

(Piedmont) (100% Cortese)

Btl 29 | 175ml 8.50 |  250ml 11.50

Light straw in colour with delicate green hues. Intense 
on the nose. Long, continuous and persistent. Fruity and 
floral aromas. On the mouth, broad, fruity with notes of 

flint, almond and walnut flavour.

Langhe Chardonnay DOC ‘Luna D’Agosto’ – Ca del Baio

(Piedmont)

Btl 29 | 175ml 8.5 |  250ml 11.5

The structure and complexity of Chardonnay unite with 
the freshness and fruitiness of Cortese. A sort of Treaty 
of Union between Piedmont and the rest of the world.

Terre Degli Osci Bianco IGT – Cantina Feudi

(Puglia) (100% Trebbiano)

Btl 19 | 175ml 5.5 |  250ml 7.5

Fresh floral hints on the nose. Apple and pear flavours 
and refreshing on the palate. Crisp white wine and great 

example of this grape varietal. 



Falanghina Roccamonfina IGT ‘Aia Dei Fuschi’ – Telaro

(Campania)

Btl 29 | 175ml 8.5 |  250ml 11.5

Elegant, floral and fragrant, with scents of pineapple, 
banana and yellow peach. Delicate rose and wild sage 

fragrances on the nose. A fresh and smooth example of 
this great varietal.

Tareni Grillo Sicilia DOC – Pellegrino

(Sicily)

Btl 25 | 175ml 7 |  250ml 9,5

Indigenous grape to Sicily. Lovely presentation and very 
well – made wine. Another example of the great value 
coming out of Sicily these days. The raw materials of 
terrific native grapes allied to modern wine making, 

bring racingly crunchy fruit and lemon zing and mouth 
filling ripeness.

Custoza DOC – Cantina Di Custoza

(Veneto) (Friuliano, Garganega, Riesling, Chardonnay & 
Trebbiano Toscano)

Btl 25 | 175ml 7 |  250ml 9.5

90% of this wine is aged for 5 months in stainless steel 
tanks, whilst the remainder is aged in oak barrels. A rich, 

full bodied wine with flavours of honeydew melon and 
other tropical fruits. Finish is delightful, with a pleasant 

length.

Pinot Grigio Delle Venezie DOC – Sant’Elisa Friuli

(Veneto)

Btl 21 | 175ml 6 |  250ml 8

From the foothills of the Dolomites, wonderful refresh-
ing proper Pinot Grigio. Bright, vibrant, crisp and simply 

very enjoyable!

Pecorino DOP – Pasetti

(Abruzzo)

Btl 28 | 175ml 8.5 |  250ml 11

Pale yellow with a remarkably intense nose of citrus 
fruits, hints of hawthorn and orange blossom. Full 

bodied, rich, unctuous and clean, but persistent palate 
and texture, with moderate acidity and pleasing mineral 

complexity.



Insolia IGT Terre Siciliane (Glass Closure) Cusumano

(Sicily)

Btl 24 | 175ml 7 |  250ml 9.5

An intense fruity bouquet that almost jumps from the glass with 
apple & white flower notes. Fresh & balanced on the palate with 

stone fruit flavours & a harmonious, pleasant finish.

Torre di Giano, Bianco di Torgiano DOC Lungarotti

(Umbria) (Vermentino, Grechetto & Trebbiano)

Btl 27 | 175ml 8 |  250ml 10.5

A fresh white wine, straw coloured with greenish reflections, fruity 
with long-lasting intense bouquet that recalls citrus fruit, white 

blossoms and fresh fruit salad; dry and with good structure, delicate 
acidity and a long finish.

Sauvignon Friuli Isonzo DOC – Tenuta Luisa

(Friuli-Venezia Giulia)

Btl 35 | 175ml 10 |  250ml 13

Golden yellow in colour with elegant aromas that reveal notes of 
sage, paprika and tomato leaves. It is a wine of great structure 

balanced by excellent acidity. A personal favourite of my daughters 
Gabriella and Nina.

Verdicchio “Le Vaglie” Castelli di Jesi DOC Classico Santa Barbara

(Marche)

Btl 29 | 175ml 8.5 |  250ml 11.5

After visiting and dining with the inimitable & charismatic Stefano 
Antonucci, this wine struck a chord with me and had to make an 

appearance on our list. Bright pale yellow with a slight tinge of gold, 
intense and persistent nose, floral scents with citrus and hints of 
fresh almond. Fresh and smooth finish, not to mention the funky 

labels.

Etna Bianco DOC – Alta Mora

(Sicily)

Btl 32 | 175ml 9.5 |  250ml 12.5

Beautiful density of fruit that opens up to layers of dried apple, 
lemon and other citrus aromas. Full body, layered and gorgeous. 

Complex at the end. Last minute addition after finding this in Sicily 
whilst on holiday
